Extended Synopsis  MY HOME-YOUR WAR
Shot in Baghdad over three years – before, during and after the Coalition attack on Iraq, My Home – Your War takes us inside the home of an Iraqi family as they deal with the disruptions and terrors of war as it affects their daily lives.

Layla Hasan, 40, husband Yasir and teenage son, Amro live in the district of Adhamiya, the heartland of Sunni Muslim resistance against US forces in Baghdad. Layla is a middle class Iraqi woman. Striking and intelligent, Layla speaks four languages, she had little choice when she was hand-picked to work as a translator for Saddam’s regime. When the US forces arrived she hoped they might offer a path to freedom.

Yet now the war is testing her most intimate relationships.

Meet her shy teenage son who she suspects is working with the anti-US resistance; her steady but workaholic husband: and her once radical sister who is becoming increasingly conservative and religious as the chaos of Baghdad fuels her insecurities. Layla, herself, becomes more personally isolated as the war progresses and she dreams of escaping to another country. 

The hallmarks of the turbulent years in Baghdad, the invasion, the looting, the capture of Saddam, the Abu Ghraib Prison scandal, and the beheadings of foreigners by Islamic militants are images that are familiar to viewers across the world. 

In this film we see these events from a different perspective, from the inside, from the point of view of a Sunni Muslim family living through them. Layla and her family give a revealing insight into the contrasting ways war and regime change strain close relationships, nurture extremism and change a family’s destiny.

My Home – Your War is not only a historical document of an important time in the history of the Middle East. It is a personal account of how these changing times are playing out in Arab women’s lives, and how Iraqi women have become the first casualties of democracy denied.

The film, My Home Your War just won the world Gold Medal in  New York Film Festival 2007 .Her 52min documentary was screend on  SBS Television Australia in April 2007 on SBS’s Cutting Edge program to rave reviews and excellent ratings. The film has subsequently won Best Documentary (Human Story) and Best Documentary (Social and Political issues) at Australia’s ATOM awards in October 2007. My Home Your War has been  screened at filmed festivals in Asia and the U.S.
 Kylie holds a Bachelor of Arts in Media and Communications and a Masters degree in Social Science. She is passionate about using the medium of film to give audiences in the Western world an insight into the lives, hearts and minds of people in the developing world. 
Kylie currently works for Aljazeera English television as a producer and reporter where she is making news feature stories in the developing world. Her story on Agent Orange Children in Vietnam is a finalist in the 2007 Asia Awards for best single news report.

Director’s Notes    (1)
My creative vision in My Home-Your War was to intimately portray the experience of those most invisible in the media spectacle of modern warfare – the women and families who, so often, are the most affected. Shot over three years ago, during and after the US invasion of Baghdad, the film takes us inside the home of an Iraqi family as they deal with the disruptions and terrors of war as it impinges on their daily lives.


As a westerner consuming the media coverage on the war, the impression given was that this would be a clean, quick war which would improve the lives of the Iraqi people. This did not ring true so I decided  the best way to really get a sense of the dramatic changes a war was going to have on the lives of those living through it was to hear the voices of the people themselves by spending time with a family as these events unfolded. 

I met Layla at a conference in Baghdad three weeks before the war in Iraq. We liked each other immediately and she agreed at great personal risk to be filmed at home with her family. We became firm friends and the closeness we shared gave me incredible access to Layla’s fears, dreams and secrets, which I believe gives the film an unusual strength and intimacy.                    

After my first trip to Baghdad, Layla and I stayed in contact throughout the war. When The Australian Film Commission came to the party with development money, I returned to Iraq to continue filming Layla in newly occupied Iraq. 

As Baghdad changed during the Occupation and violence escalated, we were able to get an insight into the changing relationships with her own family. 

We returned to Australia with hours of amazing footage and applied for the AFC production funds, but were short listed and knocked back three times! With no money to go on, it was tempting to just give up until a reprieve came in the form of an SBS pre-sale acquisition. 

This was enough money to buy a digital camera and send it back to Layla so she could continue to film her own life. Layla spent the next couple of years filming her daily life as the war unfolded and then sending the tapes back to Australia. The footage a sort of “video diary”  became a revealing document of her spiritual demise as the war progressed and of her teenage son, Amro’s increasing involvement with the growing insurgency in the country. 

Having exhausted all funding  avenues for the film, I wondered how I was going to pay for the post production and get it broadcast. Then I met Chantal Denoux. We bumped into each other at a Women in Film and Television night. She asked for a copy of the pilot.  The next day she rang and said she would provide the money required to finish the film. Chantal was true to her word and the following year after a four month edit (a gruelling but delightful creative journey with one of Australia’s most talented young editors) My Home Your War was finished!
Director’s Notes    (2)
The documentary, My Home-Your War, although driven by me, has come to fruition because of the support of people who believed in this film: David Opitz, who took a risk to come with me to Iraq before the war. Marcus Gillezeau (Producer) who encouraged me and gave me great advice, as well as overseeing the online and the documentary’s final journey to air. Chantal Denoux, (Executive Producer) who supported me and the film financially and spiritually. Max Bourke whose brilliant camera work helped us to record the fantastic footage in the film. Matt Walker who put his talent and long hours towards the editing. Barton Staggs who brought his passion towards the music. Kim Hopwood who did the brilliant graphics and Jerry Rickard who has spent hours as sound recordist and much more. 
To conclude, I believe My Home-Your War is unique in many ways. It is a unique and timeless look at a family living amidst war. It is intensely personal because of my close friendship to Layla who risked her life to tell her story.
The three year shoot allows the audience to see the changes in the characters over time and how war affects their daily lives. Finally, the film is unique because it integrates letters, emails, phone conversations and home video shot by the family themselves. 

 Layla’s journey through war unfolds against the backdrop of a city in crisis. Through a mother’s pain, her hopes, her dreams, her fears and regrets, I have understood more of war and its affect on a family life than a lifetime of news coverage could convey.  I wish to pass this on

My journey as a filmmaker through this film has been rewarding, infuriating, challenging and proved that a childhood trait of stubbornness is alive.
